To such a class of things pertains corporeal nature in general, and its extension, the figure of extended things, their quantity or magnitude and number, as also the

In fact, it is absolutely impossible to make out by experience with complete certainty a single case in which the maxim of an action, however right in itself, 

rested simply on moral grounds and on the conception of duty.

But the point which drew all eyes, and, as it were, transfigured the wearer—so that both men and women who had been familiarly acquainted with Hester Prynne

were now impressed as if they beheld her for the first time—was that SCARLET LETTER, so fantastically embroidered and illuminated upon her bosom. It had 

the effect of a spell, taking her out of the ordinary relations with humanity, and enclosing her in a sphere by herself. “She hath good skill at her needle, that’s 

certain,” remarked one of her female spectators; “but did ever a woman, before this brazen hussy, contrive such a way of showing it? Why, gossips, what is it but 

to laugh in the faces of our godly magistrates, and make a pride out of what they, worthy gentlemen, meant for a punishment?” (Nathaniel Hawthorne, author)

Under that doctrine, equality of treatment is accorded when the races are provided substantially equal facilities, even though these facilities be separate. In the 

Delaware case, the Supreme Court of Delaware adhered to that doctrine, but ordered that the plaintiffs be admitted to the white schools because of their 

superiority to the Negro schools. The plaintiffs contend that segregated public schools are not “equal” and cannot be made “equal,” and that hence they are 

deprived of the equal protection of the laws. Because of the obvious importance of the question presented, the Court took jurisdiction. Argument was heard in 

the 1952 Term, and reargument was heard this Term on certain questions propounded by the Court. (347 US 483, 98 L ed 873, 74 S Ct 686)

Aunque los estándares de “lectura” son parte del programa de estudio del idioma
inglés (English Language Arts (ELA)), los estándares principales comunes de
rendimiento de Georgia respaldan el desarrollo de las habilidades de lectura de los
estudiantes en todas las áreas de estudio. Por esta razón, los estudiantes que están
en los grados 3 a 8, y 11 reciben una medición de Lexile además de sus puntajes 
en la escala de las pruebas de competencia basadas en criterios de lectura (Criterion-
Referenced Competency Tests (CRCT–Reading)) y las pruebas para la graduación de la
escuela preparatoria de Georgia (Georgia High School Graduation Tests (GHSGT–ELA)). 

Lexile Framework® para lectura es una herramienta educativa que vincula a los
estudiantes con los materiales de lectura mediante una medición común denominada
Lexile®. Lexile Framework es única por el hecho de que mide la capacidad de lectura
y la dificultad del texto en la misma escala del desarrollo. Cuando se usan juntas, las
mediciones del lector de Lexile y las mediciones del texto de Lexile ayudan a los
padres a elegir libros y otros materiales que coincidan con la capacidad de lectura de
su hijo. Focalizar el material de lectura en el nivel de Lexile del niño puede ayudar a
mejorar su comprensión, ayudarlo a completar las asignaciones escolares y
aprovechar y ampliar sus intereses personales.

¿Qué debería saber sobre las mediciones de Lexile?

otros materiales dentro de su rango Lexile (aproximadamente 50L por encima y 100L  
por debajo de su medición de Lexile).

· Cuando su hijo lee un texto dentro del nivel adecuado de Lexile, es probable que 
comprenda lo suficiente del texto para darle sentido, al mismo tiempo que encontrará 
en el libro un desafío lo suficientemente importante como para mantener el interés y 
el aprendizaje.

· Aunque las mediciones de Lexile se focalizan en la dificultad de un texto, éstas no 
miden qué tan apropiado es el contenido. Por ejemplo, es posible que un texto con 
una medición de Lexile baja no contenga material adecuado para los estudiantes 
dentro de ese rango de textos.

· Las mediciones de Lexile no se traducen específicamente en niveles de grado escolar. 
Dentro de una clase, habrá un rango de lectores y un rango de materiales a leer.

· Las mediciones de Lexile siguen la evolución de la capacidad de lectura en el   
transcurso del tiempo y en todas las áreas de contenido, independientemente 
del grado escolar en el que se encuentre su hijo.
