Powers of 10
• Powers of 10 can be written
in standard form or by using
exponents. The exponent (littie
number) teiis you how many zeros
to write after the 1.

Examples: 10̂  = 10; 10^ = 100;
10^ = 1,000; etc.

• When you multiply by a power of
10, the decimai point is moved to
the right a number of piaces equal
to the exponent.

Example: 3.14159x100 =
3.14159x10^ = 314.159
